A few years ago | was working in the shop at Henry's Fork
Anglers when a couple of guys came in and asked me if |
would sell them some "killer Potato Bug Flies." | looked at
them like they had ten heads. They both seemed to get a little
agitated. I told them | didn't know what they were talking
about. They insisted that | had the secret yies hidden under the
counter. They also stated that they had heard there had been a
massive invasion of Potato Bugs on the Henry's Fork and that
the trout were su selective they wouldn't hit anything else.

I was beside myself on this one. Believe me, | had heard
just about everything after working more than twenty-pve
years at Henry's Fork Anglers but this had to take the cake. |
pgured both of those guys must have eaten some bad French
Fries and were still suffering from the hangover.

They must have pulled my leg for another ten minutes or
so when the light pnally went on. Gary LaFontaine! Who
else would ever concoct such a wild tale? Gary had me on his
mailing list for the Book Mailer but I always seemed to miss
getting the copies that had something to do with me. I usually
didn't pgure it out until somebody came in the shop and started
talking.

He was well known for his Sparkle Caddis
Emergers but he was basically a lousy yy-tier. | named the
yat for him because he always had a sparkle in his eye. His at-
titude toward life was sparkling. | can't think of a better word
than "sparkle" to describe Gary LaFontaine. Besides, Sparkle
Flat sounds a lot better than LaFontaine Flat.

Then I'm going up to Sparkle Flat and try to catch some
trout on dry yies. Gary will be there too.

Taking trout on lightweight rods with those tiny Vies is such an exciting challenge. First you need just the right pattern and then watch
out! For 30 years Ed Engle has used these patterns guiding on the classic small-yy river, the South Platte. His Small Flies column in Fly Tyer
magazine began in 1996. Tying Small Flies is the Small Flies column -updated, rephotographed, edited, revised, and polished.

Small yies, basically those smaller than a size 16, aren't as difpcult as you might think. Realistically one can't tie a lot of material on a
hook that small. Once you know the techniques, with today's new, less bulky materials, you may pnd yourself enamored by the simplicity of
small yies. Fish like them and with a small yy, there's not much between you and that psh when it comes time to reel him in.

The right hook, thread, wire, and weight make the seventy-pve patterns in Tying Small Flies go a long way towards deciphering the chal-
lenges of tying and pshing small yies. Ed plans on a follow-up in the next year or so, Fishing Small Flies. So get prepped and broaden your
horizons! Wish we had a vision trick to help you see these yies on the water, but until then —

| returned from Vietnam burned out, though fortunately not shot
up. All I desired to do, for quite some time, was sit alongside a quiet
trout stream, watch it yow, listen to its voice, keep my head empty,
perhaps even psh it a bit, but idly if | did. | day-dreamed about it
over there. That's not what I did when | got home. The instant | got
out to a stream, one of my little alder-canopied ones on the north
Oregon coast, | took off up it, pshing like crazy, catching as many
cutts as | could, as if I might be deprived if | were to miss one. |
couldn't stop.

Not long later | was reading Field & Stream, for which I'm now a
contributing editor, and saw an ad for an outdoor book club: the four
brst books for a dollar. One of the books was Ernest Schwiebert's
Nymphs. | ordered it, hoping it would be a simple introduction to
tying and pshing the yies that were then somewhat mysterious to me
... I'd been away at college and then cooped up in the Army for a
substantial set of years, and there were good reasons for my feelings
of cutthroat deprivation.

Nymphs was a great disappointment. It was a technical tomb,
all about the natural insects and crustaceans that live in water and
get eaten by trout, that therefore become models for complicated
dressings the trout might mistake for the real things. The book was
full of drawings, but all of them of bugs. | wasn't that interested in
something so far removed from pshing. | set it aside, read the other
three books I'd gotten for my dollar, didn't come back to it for a year
or s0.

When | pnally began to read it, | was drawn in by the pne prose.
The pictures, | learned, were in the words. They were of landscapes
where the insects hatched, of the streams where the trout fed on
them, of the yies that matched them, and the tactics to apply the yies
against the trout. | couldn't put it down. When | pnished, I couldn't
keep myself from rushing out to my favorite trout stream, spend-
ing hours turning over rocks, looking at the bugs Schwiebert wrote
about, neglecting my pshing.

I'm still doing that, neglecting my pshing on account of looking
at aquatic insects, and though it's not Schwiebert's fault, his Nymphs
clearly sowed the seed of curiosity that has grown into the weed-
patch of books that I've written myself, some of them about bugs.
Many times, | still pnd that looking at aquatic insects is more fun
than pshing, though if trout start rising, then the equation changes
abruptly; the collecting net gets dropped and the trout rod picked up.
And | still pnd myself opening the book, timeworn and tattered now,
usually in winter, and reading a chapter just for the beauty of the
prose and the pictures -- it erects in my mind, enjoying its constant
ability to deliver me to wonderful waters after all these years.

Taxonomic classipcations of a few of the aquatic insects have
changed in the years since Nymphs was prst published in 1973. But
the bugs and the trout, whose taxonomies have also been rearranged,
have failed to keep up with their studies. Not one thing about the
insects themselves has changed, though their names have, and not
one thing has changed in the way trout relate to bugs . . . mostly by
eating them, or mistakenly trying to eat things that look like them.

Ernest Schwiebert's Nymphs is as valued an introduction to the
underwater world of trout and the creatures they eat as it was the day
it was written.

The
measurement of the area where the slide lock "slides" is not consistent. Jade River gets kudos for exercising great quality control, but we
know you guys are tying now and want these. We are slowly plling our backorder list -- it's getting shorter, but we apologize for the delay.

Al Beatty of BT's Fly Fishing Products recently tipped us off about a new company in Idaho that is making some new tools. Customer Jim
Hunter saw Al using a bullet head tool at a recent yy pshing show and contacted us about pnding one. We called up Backcast Products and
requested some samples. We think you are going to like the new products they have available.

Backcast Products is located in Nampa, Idaho and Roger Glave
(owner) is a tool designer/machinest who loves yy pshing. He and his
partner have had a machine shop for about 30 years.

Winter Snowpack Report
by Stan "Cheapshot" Bradshaw

Anyone who yshes or farms in Montana knows that stream-
pows on all but spring creeks live and die on snowpack. If we
have a heavy one in late spring, we'll probably have muddy rivers
early in the year and decent pows throughout the summer. If we
have too little snowpack, or it all comes off in one roaring heat
wave (as it did last year), then yshing from July through August
could be in the toilet with warm or no water and stressed-out vsh.

So how do summer 2004 pows look from the vantage of Feb-
ruary 2004? In most drainages, so far, so good. The key to reading
snowpack isn't how deep it is, but how much water's in there. The
snowpack geeks call this "snow water content.” As of February
19th, here are some representative examples of snow water con-
tent in some of Montana's better trout drainages: the Bitterroot,
98% of average; the Madison, 105%; the Gallatin, 96%; the upper
Yellowstone, 86%; the Smith River, 107%; the Missouri main
stem, 98%; the Jefferson 95%.

For the most part, things look much better than they did a year
ago. The down-side is that we have a four to six year accumula-
tion of dry soils to suck up that run-off. A normal snowpack year
may still feel pretty droughty by August, if we don't get rain.

So how to plan your Montana travels this year? To the extent
you have some pexibility, consider July and September/October
as likely optimal times. Barring a signiycant growth in the snow-
pack with a nice slow melt-off or a rainy summer, August could
be in the doldrums. If you do come in August, you may have to
focus on the tail waters. Watch the next Newsletter for an update.
