RE: CADDIS CONTRASTS AND CONUNDRUMS
by Oliver Edwards
reprinted in the Winter 2006 edition of the Book Mailer

What a rise Mr. Edwards brought up with some of our "La-
fontainatic's”. We know Gary is preaching to the choir and we're
just plain bustin' at the seams with pride. By the time you got
your Winter 606 Book Mailer, and had a chance to ponder (some
longer than others) Oliver Edwards' caddis thoughts, an additional
LaFontaine caddis article appeared in the spring issue of the Fly
Tyer magazine. This one In the Match the Hatch section, is titled
"Mastering the Sparkle Pupa' by Eric Slagle, a guide here in
Montana. With this, the hook was set and the psh began to run.
Those that bit into the differences between the two authors and
their own personal knowledge and perception of Lafontaine theo-
ries and patterns, really bit hard! We got some great feed back.

We hope we can disperse this wonderful glut of knowledge
and humor with all the glory it truly deserves.

While you are all familiar the Edwards' article we'll try to give
a short description of the Eric Slagle article. Eric highly com-
mends both the effectiveness of the Emergent and Deep Sparkle
Pupa patterns as well the ease of creating them. He tackles the
pupa's prst at the material end by introducing newer materials ie:
100% antron dubbing. "The veil requires two colors: a primary
color to match the overall tone of the natural and clear or white
Antron to simulate the reyective air bubbles trapped under the
skin." Eric completes the article with some good photography and
holds true to keeping the veil sparse. He gets creative by sug-
gesting the use of Cul de Canard for the underbody. Which really
seems worth a try~ (see our response to Fly Tyer p. 12).

I have read the article over and over. Problem. The pupa
patterns are not tied using 100% Antronione hundred percent
through and through.

Caddisvies (p. 20) introduced us to Sparkle Yarn. Sparkle
Yarn is a blended yarn that's 65-70% acrylic to 35-40% nylon or,
as we have come to know it~ Antron. Antron is a tri-lobal bber
that is not dyed. The acrylic is dyed to match the hatch, but the
Antron/nylon remains clear. This is so it can reyect light and
catch and hold air bubbles tightly to the sheath. No 100% antron
and please, don't use any antron mix on the head.

We have much to share so & let the tale begin . . .

Cathy and Marcy,

| have read with much interest the recent articles (Winter 2006
Book Mailer) and yy tying bulletin board conversations regard-
ing Gary's gas bubble "theory". After reading them | always ask
myself the same question; "How would Gary LaFontaine have
responded?" | wish we could know. I don't know if any of these
Gary deconstructors ever put these questions to him while he was
alive or not, but somehow | doubt it or we would have his rebuttal
on record somewhere. | pnd it in poor taste of the highest order
that pshing writers and magazine editors have waited until Gary
is safely gone to start a public debate about the man's ideas and
contributions to our knowledge of caddisyies and their impor-
tance to yy pshers.

I have no doubt that Gary would have welcomed the ques-
tions with open arms and mind; he says as much in his book. I'm
sure he would have done further research on the physiology and
metamorphosis of caddis pupae to try and prove or disprove his

gas bubble theory. I'm sure that if he found the gas bubble idea
to be lacking he would have done the extra work to explain what
it was that he saw, that for over 25 years he was so certain was
the generation of gas bubbles inside the caddisyy's pupal cuticle.
Further, we can only wish that Gary would have had available to
him the photographic technology we enjoy today. Were that the
case I'm sure we would have hours of clear video of exactly what
it was he saw through his dive mask, all those years ago.

Perhaps since the Gary deconstructors are still alive and have
this technology available to them, the burden should be on them
to provide us with the proof that what Gary saw and said was
wrong. The last time | checked that was the way the scientipc
method worked. One party conducts experiments, makes obser-
vations, and puts forth a theory to explain those observations. If
another party has heartburn with the theory, they conduct their
own experiments and make the observations that refute the origi-
nal theory. You can't just say, well nobody else has seen this thing
and so it can't be true.

What | think is important to yy pshers, is that he obviously
saw SOMETHING. He saw something that the psh reacted to and
he found an appropriate material to create a pattern that would
mimic it. | think one only has to look at the proliferation of antron
or some other "sparkle™ dubbing material in virtually all emerging
caddis patterns for proof that what Gary saw does exist. Was it a
gas bubble? Was it nothing more than light interacting with the
loose pupal cuticle and no gas bubble? Who knows? Who cares?

| am fortunate that | am able to regularly psh the very waters
where Gary developed many of his patterns; the Missouri, the
Clark Fork, the Big Hole, Rock Creek, and the Deep and Emer-
gent Sparkle Pupa patterns have always worked well for me over
the years. A couple of years ago | was fortunate enough to hit the
mother's day caddis hatch on the Madison in Bear Trap Canyon
and the ESP and DSP produced over 50 psh for me that day. |
have pshed the patterns simultaneously with both the original
sparkle yarn and the antron yarn you pnd in yy shops today. The
original yarn, with the clear pbers has always produced better for
me. So much so, that in recent years I've taken to scouring the in-
ternet for the old out-of-production knitting yarns that Gary used
to tie his patterns. It's taken quite a while but | now have several
lifetimesA worth of the stuff in just about every shade of olive,
gray, black, gold, and amber that | will ever need (I had to do this
because there are a lot of colors mentioned in Gary's books that
you guys don't carry).

I hope that the day is coming when somebody who knew
Gary and worked with him on the research for Caddisyies will
come to his defense and provide a response to all of the recent
articles. But even if that never happens it doesn't really matter.
Even with the naysayers | think it's pretty clear that we all catch
more caddis-feeding jpsh thanks to Gary's work and | think that,
more than coming up with a bubble theory, is what he probably
had in mind.

Based on the experiences in Argentina and the Oliver Edwards article, I've made another version or evolutionary stage
in the Cheap Lazy Bastard in the Miscellanea Emerger (see below). It's not as much a lazy man's yy
as the original M more steps and materials, but it really works!

THE MISCELLANEA EMERGER

After some experimentation with the pattern | call the Cheap Lazy Bastard, and having read and re-read both LaFontaine's work and
Oliver Edwards' recent discussions (FF&FT November, 2005), | came up with a pattern | now call the "Miscellanea Emerger". The
idea of the pattern is based on the idiom of 'throwing in everything but the kitchen sink' however, | couldn't justify the length of 'every-
thing but the kitchen sink' for a pattern name, and someone told me the name Kitchen Sink was already used 8 so there you have it. |
have made an effort to include as many potential trigger aspects of an emerger as | could within reason.

There are some items that experience tells us work well in yies & peacock and ostrich herl, pheasant tail feathers, gold ribbing,
Antron, rubber legs, and bead heads fall into this category for me. The centipede legs are a pner version of conventional rubber legs,
and | think do a nice job of achieving the outrigger appearance that Oliver Edwards prescribes for caddis pupa. They are easier for me
to use d and they may be more durable than the hackle barbs d plus the speckled variety looks just plain buggy. The Antron sheath is
a shaggy concession to LaFontaine, and has one potential benept | have only mentioned in conpdential communications before. | was
pshing in a heavily stocked trout stream in Missouri and had the opportunity to watch psh react to the Cheap Lazy Bastard last summer.
| saw psh take the yy in their mouths only to have the sheath appear to catch on their teeth like dental yoss or the silk on corn-on-the-
cob. | watched one psh try to spit out the yy and shake its head only to set the hook itself, and another I had only to yick my wrist to
set the hook. When | described this to Gary's good friend, Stan Bradshaw, he gave me a tongue-in-cheek admonishment for breach of
yy-pshing ethicsindental micro-snagging. | have had psh take this yy at every stage of presentation d dead drift, sinking, gradual rise,
and slow retrieve to active retrieve i even as | was picking up for another cast.

Yy to use a "clear" material to match the wings of a spent mayyy
spinner. The wings of the natural aren't only clear -- they are pleated
and when they're yat on the water they gather air bubbles underneath.
So does the Antron.

Added bonus: you can see this yy from 30 feet away because of
the brightness of the wings (making it invaluable for the small imita-
tions of the Trico, for example). (p. 147 of Trout Flies)

The amazing thing about this activity is that not only the females
but also the males go underwater during the egg-laying. Imagine
that -- this is like a double spinner fall. With any other mayyy only
the females land on the surface, but here both females and males are
available to the trout.

The ring option
has been tried and tested by our wonderful house list of customers and this is a win-win, psh-psh combination.

So if you
purchase a nine foot leader, it will actually come out of the package a
total of six feet in length. Now add your tippet!)

Dear Editor,

I read with great interest the article, "Mastering the Sparkle Pupa”
by Eric Slagle in the Spring issue of Fly Tyer magazine. | don't know of
Eric Slagle's background, but I do have in-depth knowledge about Gary
LaFontaine's patterns and the procedures and materials that he chose to
tie them.

| became acquainted with LaFontaine patterns through many years
working with Gary in his direct mail company, "the Book Mailer", and
then later purchasing it with my business partner in 2003. The Book
Mailer was and continues to be a small newsprint catalog that Gary cre-
ated back in 1981 to sell his antron materials, books, and eventually his
Yy patterns. We continue the Book Mailer in his tradition and still offer
the original antron yarn Gary chose for his caddis patterns.

Since the article's release we have received a rather continuous
"river" of comments and concerns by our customers and also from the
"go-to" experts we have for Lafontaine patterns. There are many good
things about Mr. Slagle's article, such as the experimentation of color
combinations and using the pupa as a scud or cress bug imitation. |
would have to test the Cul de Canard aspect out myself, but did pnd it
very interesting. Regardless of these comments and concerns though,
Gary would gleefully endorse all of this experimentation and innovation
if he were with us.

During the years of my association with Lafontaine patterns, the one
prevailing fact is that the sparkle pupa's are very often tied incorrectly.
The more materials we use in creating a pupa pattern the farther we
derogate the intent and purpose Lafontaine designed into these success-
ful patterns. Mr. Slagle's instructions for tying the pupa patterns seems
complicated. Too many materials, too much prep into the materials.
Putting chopped yarn and chopped antron in a coffee grinder at the cor-
rect percentage blend seems a much easier method than all that combing
and chopping. Also, combing together a few strands of clear antron with
regular acrylic yarn in the plys as referenced in Gary's "Caddisyies"
seems a simpler method to create a veil and only requires one, maybe
two colors at the most.

The original blend of Antron yarn speciped by Gary is becoming
increasingly hard to pnd. While we have great quantities of some colors,
we are losing about a color a year due to changes in the yarn industry.
However, Antron is produced in a clear, 100% form and this mixed with
any acrylic yarn (color of your choice) in a 35% antron to a 65% acrylic
ratio will work much the same. The use of Wapsi's and Spirit River
Antron materials are also good substitutions. Through our research
for replacement Antron, they are the best products we can pnd on the
market.

The one key point with the Sparkle Pupa is if you can't see the under-
body through the veil, you've used too much material. The yy will still
catch psh, but how much more successful would the yy be if we simply
kept to LaFontaine's version? Truthd | often pnd these patterns tied
commercially in yy shops and they aren't tied just right either. Maybe
the only thing that is just right, is that fact that they catch psh and con-
tinue to be one of our most successful caddis imitations to date.

WHERE's THE DAMN BuUBBLE?
by Paul Stimpson

| read with some interest and a bit of irritation the articles that
were published in Fly Fishing and Fly Tying and then reprinted in
the Book Mailer. The article written by Bob Wyatt, "Deconstructing
Gary" and responded to by Joe Kissane in "Bubble Analysis" (both
in the 2005 Fall/Winter Book Mailer) made me chuckle and shake
my head, but the one written by Oliver Edwards "Caddis Contrasts
and Conundrums" (2006 Winter Book Mailer) made me boot up the
ole computer (with some encouragement by Cathy).

First off I am not an entomologist. I'm just an old retired guy
who likes to psh and tie a few yies. I've tied and pshed Gary's Vies
for nearly twenty years and these yies, especially the Emergent
Sparkle Pupa have provided me with great sport from the prst cast.
Far be it for me to get in to a contest of words from the aforemen-
tioned gentlemen, so I'll let Gary do it. In his article Oliver Edwards
laments that we don't have a Gary to continue the research, but |
beg to differ. Gary is not gone. As long as we have his books, he is
still with us.

The question posed by the articles seems to be in two parts.
We'll ask Gary the prst question. Where's the damn bubble?

And Gary responds: (from page 245 of his book The Dry Fly)
"I couldn't see any air bubbles in the caddisyies emerging from
the aquariums in our science laboratory. | thought that this was
enough evidence for me to deny reports of air within the pupal
sheath by entomologists or even discredit photographs of actual,
bright insects. There were two ways for me to understand what the
trout were seeing with caddisyiesistudy physics (the easy way)
or look at emergers from the trout's perspective (the hard way).
That 'hard way' led me into scuba diving (it was futile sticking my
head under an aquarium). Physics explains why peering sideways
into an aquarium is not an accurate method of observation. The
light source, either outdoors with a real stream or indoors with a
glass tank, is above the water. The rays entering the water bend,
or refract, so they travel downwards. There are no direct rays from
the side; without direct rays hitting a surface (the air bubbles) there
is no specular reyection from that angle of view. The only way in
water to see specular reyection on a transparent air bubble is from
below it (the trout's perspective) or above it.

Scuba diving in rivers conprmed the brightness of an emerging
caddisyy. The insect did not carry air bubbles inside the sheath; it
inyated the sheath and became a single air bubble. Small, individual
bubbles did not become distinguishable until the struggling emerger
began to shed the transparent sheath at the surface. The dangling,
sausage-like skin hanging off the back of the insect was crammed
with them (explaining the trailing strands of Sparkle Yarn on the
Emergent Pupa).”

The next problem posed by the articles, especially by Mr. Ed-
wards is one of success with the pattern. His success was limited,
which gave me pause, because | have had great success with the yy
for years. We can only assume the correct size and color were used.
Well, lets once again ask Gary about the conundrum.

And Gary responds: (from page 116 of Trout Flies) "Tied wrong
the Emergent looks like a chubby dragonyy nymph in a garish
gown going to the school dance. Tied right, the yy looks like a
shimmering caddisyy pupa struggling to escape through a backlit
hole in the roof of the stream (the surface plm). The difference
between the good and bad versions is sparseness.

The underbody has to be 'touch' dubbed. The dubbing mix
of half sparkle yarn and half fur is hand-cut in 1/8 inch lengths,
and then blended together in a mixer. The tier holds a puff of this
specially prepared dubbing and pats the waxed thread lightly. He
wraps the thread on the hook shank. No other method of dub-
bingfAnot noodle dubbing and not loop dubbingfcreates such a
sparse, fuzzy body.

The overbody, plies of sparkle yarn pulled forward to envelope
the underbody, has to be loose and sparse. A size 10 hook uses a
full ply of yarn on top and a full ply of yarn on the bottom of the
shank. On smaller sizes the tier pulls more and more pbers off
of the plies. Each ply is combed completely out and spread over
the top and bottom half of the hook shank. The tier loosens the
overbody with a scissors point or a dubbing needle (the puffed out
‘ball' plis half of the hook gap). For the pnal test the tier holds the
pnished yy up to the light. He should be able to see the underbody
through the overbody; he shouldn't be able to see any tight or solid
bands of yarn.

Why am | so fussy about how the Emergent is tied? There is
a tremendous difference in the effectiveness of good versus bad
variations. The thick, overdressed version is still bright, the Antron
plaments reyecting light, but it isn't translucent. The sparse version
is translucent, and it gathers a cluster of real air bubbles. This good
version, yoating in the surface plm, is both an imitation and an
attractoriand that makes it unique.”

And Gary continues: (from The Dry Fly page 244) "Tyers
frequently ask me why the underbody dubbing of the Sparkle
Pupa is a mix of rabbit and Antron yarn. Why not make it a 100
percent Antron?"

And skipping down the page a bit . . . ""Tom Rosenbauer, in
‘Nymph-design Heresies, a pne article in the June 1989 Fly Fish-
erman Magazine, possibly pinpointed the reason. He wrote about
emerging mayyies, but the same theory applies to other aquatic
insects:

'Let me show you why (matching yies) shouldn't be trans-
lucent. Have you ever looked at the surface of the water after a
heavy hatch? After a hatch, just a casual glance at the water reveals
clumps of shed skins of the hatching yies, left behind like Clark
Kent's clothing in a phone booth. These empty skins, or shucks, as
they have come to be known, are translucent, especially when held
alongside a drifting mayyy nymph that hasn't hatched yet. But a live
mayyy nymph is vpague.'

'During the height of a hatch, trout take nymphs just under the
surface or in the surface bim. Fish that cannot tell the difference be-
tween an empty, translucent shuck and the real nymph are weeded
out by natural selection. Trout must select against translucent Vies.'

And back to Gary . .. "In our experiments the trout were tell-
ing us by their actions that an imitation of a caddisyy or a midge
needed the brightness, the reyectiveness, of Sparkle Yarn, but
to keep the outline of the Yy from disappearing entirely, it also
needed substance, provided not just by opacity but by the natural
proof of color.

That empty shuck of the caddisyy or the midge is not just trans-
lucentiit is almost transparent. Translucence with color poses no
problem for the psh, the diffused color that matches the live insect
adding strongly to the appeal, but without the color of the fur the all-
Antron pattern just looks like an empty skin plled with air bubbles."
