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     I have followed with some interest the recent pieces regard-
ing the experiments, þ ndings and theories put forward by the late

ing Gary by Bob Wyatt in the July issue and Bubble Analysis by 
Joseph Kissaine, Letters page of the Sept. issue).
     So, as a ôlapsed' LaFontaineophile I've decided to throw my 
own two penn'orth into the pot.
     My own experiences with emerging caddis pupae and subse-
quent pattern experiments started around the late 1960's, at a spot 
a few miles downstream from where I spend most of my time on 
the Wharfe today. My þ rst few encounters with the noisy dusk 
activity got me very excited but totally ÿ ummoxed. Good þ sh, 
some big ones, were swirling most aggressively in the gathering 
blackness. I thrashed about hopelessly. A few trips later, again in 
almost total darkness, a suicidal þ sh revealed what all the fuss was 
aboutña stomach packed full of fat, juicy, green pupae, about 
hood size 12. I hastily tied a few pattern, no science, simply copy-
ing what I had in the dishñsize about right, shape in the ballpark, 
bits and pieces more or less in the right places, and color some-
where near. No extending shucks, no high-tech materials, just fur 
and feather. Well, it worked in a fashion. I gave it a tweak or two, 
added a touch more lead, made the wing buds more drooping and 
that was about it. It's more or less stayed the same for 40 years and 
has given me some electric moments. 
     At that time you must remember the river ÿ y-þ shing and ÿ y-
tying scene was not as it is today. River patterns were in the rut 
they'd been in since Dick's days. As for entomology, well, that was 
something you needed a doctor for. In short, if you þ shed rivers 
you were on your own. All roads then were leading to reservoirs, 
that scene was taking off apace and quickly becoming the big 
obsession.
     I had more or less sorted out this caddis ôevent' I was þ shing. 
I knew of their life cycle and I knew of their little stone pupal 
ôigloos' cemented to the underside of rocks on the stream bed. It 
now became something of a mission to actually see one of these 
green bodied pupas swimming, and I knew the only way would be 
to hatch some off.
     It quickly became obvious which were soon due to emerge; 
you looked for the black wing pads, easily visible in good 
sunlightñthrough the translucent, brick-red pupal cocoon. So, I 
would collect four or þ ve of these ôripe' ones and put them in a 
water-þ lled 35mm þ lm canister and take them home. Hatching 
them off presented a problem. I couldn't sit there for hours waiting 
for this to happen. So I would help them on a little by nipping off 
the very tip of the cocoon. However, on rare occasions I found one 
or two which had started cutting their way out, and one of these 
was so advanced that it actually pulled out of the cocoon, swam 
around in my cupped handful of water, emerged and ÿ ew off, 
without touching the sides. It was amazing.
     The ones I hatched off at homeða few didn't make itðall ap-
peared to have a timed period of aimlessly swimming about as 
thought it was programmed in, then they'd zoom to the surface, a 
blur of activity and in secondsðyes, secondsða winged adult was 
out and off. Two things really caught my eye as I watched these 

swimmers: the rowing action of their long centre pair of legs (they 
could have coached the Oxford rowing team), and the pair of 
almost black, drooping, bulging wing pads. I certainly don't recall 
ever seeing any bright, glistening, silvery sheath and I deþ nitely 
didn't see any bubbles.
     There was, however, a strangeness to the green color of their 
abdomens, almost as though a vague pewter color over-washed it, 
but it was still quite green. Once at the surface, if you were quick 
enough to spot it, you could see the very pale sandy tan pupal 
shuck revealed at the top of the abdomen, as though the true abdo-
men had ôinched' forward a couple of millimeters or so. This small 
air space, or gas space, (or, indeed, separating ÿ uid space), did 
appear slightly silvery in a certain light..
     I stopped my unkind experiment. I'd seen what I needed to, 
and it's all still clear in my memory. In any case, I've seen it many 
times since and nothing has changed. My playing about with 
caddis pupae was curiosityðnecessary curiosity, nothing more. 
Remember, I was looking sideways or from above through a glass 
container. Gary LaFontaine, on the other hand, was underwater, 
presumably looking up at these pupae - as would an intercepting 
trout. Therefore, I can only conclude that above him would be 
the brilliant illumination of a sunny, blue, big Montana sky. I can 
imagine that he saw much more silveryness than I did.
     All this happened years before Gary LaFontaine entered my 
consciousness. Then in the early 1980's, Caddisÿ ies was pub-
lished. Being now completely hooked on caddis and thirsting for 
more knowledge, I bought a copy. The fact that it was written by 
an American and entirely about American caddisÿ ies didn't unduly 
concern me as I soon found out that U.S. Caddis Families are the 
same as on our side of the big pond. (They also have a few Fami-
lies we don't have, and their Species are different, of course.)
     I couldn't put the book down. I was gripped. I had never before 
found so much information on the insect. However, what I found 
most interesting was Gary's discoveryñwhilst scuba divingñof 
the shimmering reÿ ective gas-þ lled sheath around the pupa. 
This was, as he put it, "...the most important visible trait of the 
natural..." Gary's pattern to address this phenomenon was, at least 
to my eyes, a very off-looking creation, not even remotely like the 
caddis pupae I had watched swimming and found in autopsies. 
However, who was I to question a man who had spent many years 
of his life studying caddisÿ ies? So, he convinced me. I quickly got 
some genuine Sparkle Yarn from the US and duly knocked up a 
few samples exactly to recipe, ready for the next trip. Well, they 
failed. I remember it well, just a few half-hearted splashes. I con-
vinced myself I'd done something wrong or I'd þ shed them wrong. 
Undaunted, I persevered. I tied them a size up and a size down, 
and I tried a variety of presentations, but I just couldn't get much 
response from them. My evening sessions became a frustration. I 
was missing out on good sport. Eventually, I went back to my old 
pattern and got my rod yanked again.
     Doubt started creeping in. My own experiences with Sparkle 
Pupae were obviously quite different to Gary LaFontaine's, and, 
stupidly, I wondered if American caddisÿ ies behaved quite dif-

ferently to ours! Then one day, with my nose in the book again, 
it dawned on me why I'd failed so miserably with his patterns. 
Gary's observations of behavior of emerging caddis pupae, and his 
hundreds of hours up close to them in scuba gear, were all carried 
out in daylight. My experiences with our major coordinated sum-
mer emergence of hydropsychids was always a late-dusk event, 
when light levels were virtually nil. So where, I asked myself, 
does this now put Gary's glistening light reÿ ective gas bubble? 
This was surely the reason why I had failed with the patterns, the 
effect must be nulliþ ed, you can't have reÿ ected light if there is 
no light, can you? Tri-lobal Antron surely will not glisten if it's 
almost totally dark. Or was I missing something scientiþ cally 
beyond me?
     Several years later, out of the blue, our section of the Wharfe 
became populated with grannom in huge numbers ~ like a 
snowstorm. At last we had a caddis with a super coordinated 
hatchñduring daylight. What immediately became apparent to me 
was the swell time on the surface as the hanging pupae struggled 
out of their shucks. You could watch them drift past, inches away. 
When you got your eye in you could also spot them in mid-
streamðlittle dark humps on the surface, which suddenly appeared 
to pop, and, hey presto, an adult. I am always surprised how many 
of these helpless hanging strugglers are left unmolested, yet as 
soon as they pop, and the winged adult sits serenely, drifting high 
and dry, they nearly always get drowned, and, if they start hopping 
and skipping about, they are deþ nitely þ sh food . . . in a trice! I 
did a few complete autopsies in the þ rst grannom years, and the 
results also conþ rmed what I'd been seeing; signiþ cantly more 
winged adults than both the ascending pupae and the emerging 
ones. However, the autopsies did show that a decent amount of the 
hanging emergers had also been taken. So now with this big day-
time hatch I had a perfect opportunity to try once more the Sparkle 
Emergent Pupa. I tied some size 14 grey and brown ones. They 
looked a touch large so I also did some 16's. The grannom is quite 
small and the males are signiþ cantly smaller than the females. 
Also, the pattern does give an impression of bulk.
     Well, I scored with them. But to fair, the Sparkle Pupa didn't 
perform nearly as well as a small dry dark Elk Hair. This, and my 
grannom favorite ða sort of shaped up ôF' ÿ y with a very short 
þ bred grizzly hackle palmered up the bodyðdid most of the dam-
age. So, yet more doubting.
     Over many seasons I've tried a variety of patterns to cover 
the various hatch phases of caddisÿ ies but, apart from dries for 
the grannom, I've always been strongly inclined to þ sh my Pupa 
pattern actively to copy the fast-swimming ascending pupa. This 
I usually þ sh in tandem with my P.O.P.A. Caddis about 3 ft. away 
on a dropper. Fishing the Pupa actively, according to Gary, will 
give only mediocre results; but it doesn't, it gives very exciting 
sport while the emergence lasts.
     Gary LaFontaine informs us that there are three phases in a a 
typical caddis emergence. The þ rst is when the pupae cuts itself 
free from the cocoon then drifts along hugging the bottom current. 
This passive drift phases can be up to 20 feet. The second phase 
follows when the pupa, having now generated the shuck-separat-
ing gas, starts to swim to the surface. Phase three is when the pupa 
has made it to the surface and hangs there on the underside of the 
meniscusðagain passiveðas it readies itself for splitting out and 
emerging.

Some people's idea of heaven
           may be streets paved with gold,
                      but for me,
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     Gary states that the two inert (passive) phasesðthe bottom 
and the top driftðare the ones that trout concentrate on "almost 
exclusively". He also states that trout very rarely pursue the 
ascending pupaðthe active phase. My experiences, always at dusk 
remember, run contrary to this. I always þ sh my Pupa actively, the 
only time it is not being actively swum is the short dwell I give 
it after hitting the surface, and allowing it to sink. When a hatch 
is underway, when hydropsyche caddis are fanning up and down 
your arms, settling on your face and glasses, the surface activity 
can unnerve you, with bit þ sh making violent rises ~ as big as 
a bucket! I've tried the bottom dead-drift before all this startsñ
many, many times, but it has rarely worked for me. However, as 
soon as the pupae start shooting up to the surface, it's like throw-
ing a switch: þ sh are on them immediately, and, yet again, I miss 
last orders at the pub!
     These þ shðmostly trout but also some graylingðare deþ nitely 
surging up after the swimming ascending pupa. The rise form is 
far too aggressive for it to be þ sh mopping up drifting, passive 
emergers. Furthermore, I've proved it is swimmers they're taking. 
Several times I've pumped random þ sh taken during these hectic 
spells and I've only found swimming pupae, some having been so 
very recently eaten they were still alive and rowing!
     I've thought about the gas sheath or gas layerðthe shiny appear-
ance of ascending caddis pupaðmany times and wondered of Gary 
LaFontaine got himself somewhat sidetracked by his discovery. 
Did it blinker him from other aspects of the caddis pupae? Behav-
ior, for instance? He didn't make much of an attempt at copying 
the swimming legs, just a few swept-back soft hackle þ bres. Yet 
the long outstretched centre pair of legs on the natural are a huge 
trigger, especially when vigorously rowing. My own pattern's 
effectiveness stepped up a gear when I tweaked it by adding one 
or two pairs of rubber legs on place of the cranked and lacquered 
pheasant tail legs. [For anyone who has never seen a swimming 
caddis pupae, think water boatman or Corixa. The pupa's centre 
pair of legs is widened along the trailing edge of the lower leg sec-
tion (tibia/tarsus) by a continuous hair fringe making it a perfect 
oar. They row in perfect unison quite rapidly, which scoots it 
along at a fair old lick. The þ rst time you see one swimming you'll 
swear blind that is's a big Corixa.]
     The other very pronounced anatomical feature of a ripe pupa 
is the pair of dropping, side-bulging, dark wing pads. Gary omits 
them on both of his patterns, yet it seems to me that these are 
distinct enough to class as a secondary trigger.
     I'm not quite sure now what to believe about the shiny gas 
bubble theory. I'm not even sure in my heart of hearts that it 
totally overrides the importance of the other aspects of the live 
pupa, and I've become very sceptical that we ÿ y tyers can get near 
copying it satisfactorily with today's materials. Maybe some day 
something will come along. However, I'm very sure that I have 
great, yawning gaps in my knowledge of caddisÿ ies. From what 
I hear on riverbanks, shows, events and demonstrations, I'm not 
on my own! Yes, I've got plenty of books on the subject and the 
identiþ cation keys, which in the case of adults, is mind-blowing 
- - just page after page of genitalia! But to date, my books with the 
most in-depth information slanted towards ÿ y þ shing hail from 
the U.S., and written for their hatches of course, which makes me 
bloody envious.
     We need a good, thick book written by a professional ento-
mologist who is a Trichoptera specialist, but he must also be an 
experienced ÿ y-þ shing nutcase. That's the important bit. We don't 

just want general information, half a dozen lines or so per species, 
we want meaty in-depth information: distribution, stream types, 
preferred (by species), preferred micro habitat, emergence dates 
as bar charts with peak times, plus usual time of day. We need to 
know which species excite trout and which species we can ignore. 
We need to know which species hatch in a coordinated manner 
and which don't. We need to know their emergence behavior, 
which emerge and ÿ y off midstream, which emerge midstream 
and scuttle to shore on the surface, which swim to the shore and 
crawl out to hatch. We want to know how many generations per 
yearñare they uni, bi, or trivoltine? We want to know which over 
winter as larvae, or pupae, or maybe eggs - and so on.
     Egg-laying should also be includedñdivers, crawlers, dippers 
etc. We don't want pages of ÿ y patterns, we'll deal with them in 
due course. In any case, we're already well served on that front. 
What we need is a cross between Gary LaFontaine's Caddisÿ ies 
and Carl Richards and Bob Braindle's Caddis Super Hatches, 
but about British caddisÿ ies and presented a little in the style of 
Norman E. Hickins' Caddis Larvae. Now that's what we need, that 
would do nicely.
     You see I don't know what I'm doing and I have to change 
things. Time is getting on. I go down to the Wharfe on a nice, 
warm, still, late summer's afternoon, as I've been doing aplenty 
this year, essentially to þ sh the evening's spinner fall, and I'm 
greeted by swarms of gyrating caddisÿ ies, thousands of them. My 
brain scrambles. When did these blighters hatch? I ask myself. 
Which one is it? Oh, there's a different one, oh there's loads. I 
wonder if they'll egg-lay while I'm here? I wonder if they emerged 
very early? Should I have got my backside out of bed and been 
here at six? I don't know, who knows? Someone deþ nitely has the 
answer. He/she will have made a lifelong study of just this one 
single Insect Order. There are such people. But we don't seem to 
have any who are also keen and experienced ÿ y þ shers. We don't 
have a LaFontaine, or Richards or Hafele. The Finns do, they have 
several really caddis experts who are also experts with the rod, 
and Roman Moser is also no slouch when it comes to caddis ÿ y 
knowledge. But usé
     Basically, we seem to tie plenty of dry Caddis patterns. I think 
it's because they look good, they're big and easy, and someone told 
us they're good patterns. We tie'em on, and chuck'em about, more 
in hope then expectation, but mostly we haven't a clue. We're 
probably þ shing a dry when we should be drifting a Pupa on the 
bottom, or swimming one to the bank, and when we catch one of 
these swarming caddis ÿ ies we can't put a name on it, even if it's a 
common one. The chances are we can't even name its Family, and 
here's an insect which on some proper rivers is, by a long way, the 
largest insect biomass, every one of these gyrating thousands, has 
been a larva, pupa and, very recently, an emerger.
     We need to raise caddisÿ y awareness. For far too long have our 
river ÿ y þ shers mollycoddled the Mayÿ ies.
     By big regret is that I once had a golden opportunity to chat 
about caddisÿ ies with the man himself. We were both at a show in 
the U.S., both waiting our turn in the food queue. I was with the 
rest of the Partridge crowd when, out of the blue, Alan Bramley 
introduced us. But it was brief, just a shake and a hello, then he 
was off with his food back to his table and his buddies. I decided 
to look him up the next day, but my booth got busy, I got side-
tracked and, by the time I'd remembered, he'd left for the airport, a 
chance missed forever.
