     Construction and  maintenance of two wood debris dams across 
the outlet stream of Spring Pond.
     A permit must be issued prior to the start of this type of activity.

     Therefore, the Department has determined that this activity is 
in violation of Part 301, Inland Lakes and Streams, of the Natural 
Resource and Environmental Protection Act, Act 451 of the Public

     The Department has been informed that one or both of the 
dams partially failed during a recent rain event, causing debris and 
ÿ ooding at downstream locations. We þ nd that dams of this nature 
are inherently hazardous and cannot be permitted.

     Your certiþ ed letter dated 12/17/02 has been handed to me to 
respond to. I am the legal landowner but not the Contractor at 2088 
Dagget Lane, Trout Run, XX.

     A couple of beavers are in the (State unauthorized) process of 
constructing and maintaining two wood "debris" dams across the 
outlet stream of my Spring Pond. While I did not pay for, autho-

rize, nor supervise their dam project, I think they would be highly 

Useless prattle and hair raising questions . . .
     I am so confused. Along came a guy with enthusiasm, intelligence 
and wit. He loved to þ sh and his mind was insatiable for questions 
unanswered concerning insect and water environments. He wanted 
to know it all. In his quest for answers he discovered a product 
revolutionizing the carpet industry, antron or trilobal nylon þ bers. 
These þ bers didnõt matt, they resisted staining, they held carpet 
þ bers separate from each other and greatly extended the life of what 
we walked on. (Oh, and they also held air bubbles when submerged 
underwater). This þ ber was also commonly used in the knitting 
industry, to produce yarn primarily targeted for knitting baby clothes. 
It came in a wide range of pastel colors and was readily available. 
Although most newborn clothing knitted by grandma was not olive, 
dark-green, dark-brown, gray, or golden russet. These were colors our 
guy had to have dyed special. So he did and now we have refrigerator 
cartons full of these colors. But over the years the knitting industry 
evolved and those pretty pastel colors that were so readily avail-
able began to disappear. The þ ber content produced today no longer 
contains the percentage of trilobal nylon þ bers needed to perfect a ÿ y 
pattern. As far as þ nding someone to again special dye yarn of this 
particular type, because antron is three sided, with the sides being 
ÿ at, presents quite a dilemma. US dyers canõt use this type of yarn in 
their equipment. So, now we have a brilliant man who revolutionized 
ÿ y imitations by his imagination and his materials and who has left 
me tearing my hair out in frustration.
     One question always leads to another. Do gas bubbles really pro-
pel insects to the surface? Personally, you all see something like this 
in nature but no one can agree on exactly what it is. Not the angler 
and nor the entomologist. All I know is that there is something hap-
pening and to this day, Garyõs imitation with antron materials mimics 
it the best. You can all argue about it for another twenty years. I gotta 
þ nd a yarn. 
     If it is strands of antron that hold the air bubbles amid the strands 
of acrylicðthat mimic the natural, what are all these antron products 
available on the market today? Would a 100% antron product work 
the same? Trilobal þ ber is not easily dyeable and was never intended 
to be a dyed product. It was to reÿ ect lightðto add shimmer and 
gleam and it was pretty when it was intertwined in acrylic strands. I 
could see why grandma wanted to use that pretty, sparkly color for 
her grandchildõs sweater. Now I þ nd many ÿ y-tying products out 
there labeled Antron, or Sparkle, for the Sparkle pupa, but what are 
they? What are the ingredients? Do they work like Gary wanted them 
too? Do they reÿ ect light when they are dyed? Do they hold an air 
bubble? Or are we buying into a marketed product which just  says 
on the label what we want it to. I can't decide. I gotta þ nd a yarn.
     So why am I so particular? Why does it have to be the right yarn? 
I never go through a craft shop without looking for the perfect yarn. 
Do you know how many times I have seen the perfect yarn? I hold 
it, I squeeze it, I brush it up against my cheeks because it is soft 
and pretty, and it sparkles. And it has everything I want. Then I turn 
it over and read, 100% acrylic. There go a few more gray hairs, I 
gotta þ nd a yarn and that is the fourth craft shop today I have been 
removed from sobbing.
     We live in the greatest country on earth. We are strong, resource-
ful, intelligent. And every time I want something to make the Book 
Mailer better, do you know where I end up having to go? Overseas. 
Boy, oh boy, does that open up a whole lotta questions. But for now, 
I gotta þ nd a yarn. Focus, focus, focus and donõt ask anymore ques-
tionsñjust þ nd the right mix of yarn. Weõll keep our noses to the 
grindstone. We will fulþ ll this prophecy. We will get it exactly right. 
Or there wonõt be anymore pretty pink Roll Over Scuds and that is 
something we just canõt do without. If you can, please send encour-
agement and hair.

offended that you call their skillful use of natures building materi-
als "debris." I would like to challenge your department to attempt 
to emulate their dam project any time and/or any place you choose. 
I believe I can safely state there is no way you could ever match 
their dam skills, their dam resourcefulness, their dam ingenuity, 
their dam persistence, their dam determination and/or their dam 
work ethic.
     As to your request, I do not think the beavers are aware that 
they must þ rst þ ll out a dam permit prior to the start of this type of 
dam activity.
     My þ rst dam question to you is:
     (1) Are you trying to discriminate against my Spring Pond 

Beavers?
     (2) Or do you require all beavers throughout this State to con-

form to said dam request?
     If you are not discriminating against these particular beavers,
through the Freedom of Information Act, I request completed 
copies of all those other applicable beaver dam permits that have 
been issued. Perhaps we will see if there really is a dam violation 
of Part 301, Inland Lakes and Streams, of the Natural Resource 
and Environmental Protection Act, Act 451 of the Public Acts of 
1994, being sections 324.30101 to 324.30113 of the Pennsylvania 
Compiled Laws, annotated.
     I have several concerns. My þ rst concern is; arenõt the beavers 
entitled to legal representation? The Spring Pond Beavers are 
þ nancially destitute and are unable to pay for said representation 
so the  State will have to provide them with a dam lawyer. The De-
partmentõs dam concern that either one or both of the dams failed 
during a recent rain event, causing ÿ ooding, is proof that this is a 
natural occurrence, which the Department is required to protect. In 
other words, we should leave the Spring Pond Beavers alone rather 
than harassing them and calling their dam names.
     If you want the stream "restored" to a dam free-ÿ ow condition 
please contact the beavers -- but if you are going to arrest them, 
they obviously did not pay any attention to your dam letter, they 
being unable to read English.
     In my humble opinion, the Spring Pond Beavers have a right to 
build their unauthorized dams as long as the sky is blue, the grass 
is green, and water ÿ ows downstream. They have more dam rights 
than I do to live and enjoy the Spring Pond. If the Department of 
Natural Resources and Environmental Protection lives up to its 
name, it should protect the natural resources (Beavers) and the 
environment (Beaversõ Dams).
     So, as far as the beavers and I are concerned, this dam case can 
be referred for more elevated enforcement action right now. Why 
wait until 1/31/2006? The Spring Pond Beavers may be under the 
dam ice then and there will be no way for you or your dam staff to 
contact/harass them then.
     In conclusion, I would like to bring to your attention to a real 
environmental quality, health, problem in the area. It is the bears! 
Bears are actually defecating in our woods. I deþ nitely believe you 
should be persecuting the defecating bears and leave the beavers 
alone. If you are going to investigate the beaver dam, watch your 
step! The bears are not careful where they dump!
  Being unable to comply with your dam request, and being unable 
to contact you on your dam answering machine, I am sending this 
response to your dam ofþ ce.

     "The idea behind dapping is to get the ÿ y to skip across the 
waves or ripples. As it is only the ÿ y that touches the water the þ sh 
are unaware of any line being attached to it and they seem to þ nd 
this skipping action of the ÿ y tantalizing and irresistible, indeed, 
often they will come out of the water and attempt to take the ÿ y in 
mid-air. 
     Roughly, the set up is as follows. Your main running line is light 
nylon monoþ lament (15 to 20-lbs) to which you attach a length of 
dapping ÿ oss. Dapping ÿ oss is a very lightweight spun material 
designed to catch the wind like a sail. The correct length of this 
ÿ oss section is a thing that causes some argument, Some like it 
long, some short, a reasonable length would seem to be about the 
same length, or slightly shorter than your rod.

Lani Wallerõs Steelhead Legacy

     In the early 1980õs Scientiþ c Anglers 3MÊ undertook an 
ambitious and trend setting project to chronicle the þ eld "sports" 
of hunting and þ shing, in a series of how-to videos.  Titles were 
varied and encyclopedic, ranging from turkey and deer hunting to 
bass, tarpon and steelhead þ shing.  
     At least þ ve of these 3M titles became outdoor classics that 
set a new standard for this kind of þ lm making. A series of three 
tapes on steelhead ÿ y þ shing with Lani Waller became best sellers. 
The three steelhead titles were Fly Fishing for Paciþ c Steelhead, 
Advanced Fly Fishing for Paciþ c Steelhead, and Fly Fishing for 
Trophy Steelhead.  
     The Lani Waller Steelhead Tapes, as they were popularly 
called, became favorites and in the words of one major reviewer 
they "taught an entire generation how to þ sh for these magical 
sea- run rainbow trout." The footage included never before þ lmed 
sequences of wild steelhead taking dry ÿ ies from the surface of a 
river, and other kinds of angling strategies in spectacularly beauti-
ful landscapes of central Oregon and northern British Columbia.
     The Waller steelhead tapes went out of production in 2003.  In 
2005 Lani secured permission to use the three original þ lms as 
part of a four þ lm package which would include the three original 
þ lms, un-cut, and a fourth þ lm showing the major changes which 
evolved during the past twenty years.
     In late-September, 2006, Waller teamed up with Jeffrey Pill of 
Miracle Productions and shot the fourth þ lm in northern British 
Columbia.  This fourth þ lm shows the capture of a trophy steelhead 
over twenty pounds and includes insights and strategies gathered 
by Lani over his þ fty years of þ shing for wild steelhead.
