If you really want something different, Tenkara (pg.11) 
might open up a whole new world for you in fly fishing—
there is always more than one way to cast for & catch a fish. 
The Frugal Fly Fisherman and Fly Tying with Common 
Household Materials (p.3) are just fun and fitting for the 
current state of affairs. (My cat better be careful–as she is of 
the long-haired tortoise & Persian persuasion–and so would 
cover a lot of patterns.)

We have actually seen fewer DVD selections this year, 
but what remains is outstanding! Connect (from Confluence 
Films, makers of the feature-length, award-winning Drift & 
Rise) and R.A. Beattie's long-anticipated Off the Grid are 
both superb in their videography. The Underwater World 
of Trout Vol 3: Trout Vision & Refraction (all pg.6) really 
helps us understand exactly how trout see us & their food. 
Then hang out with the stars—Brokaw, Keaton, McGuane, 
Chouinard– in Buccaneers & Bones (p.2). For our foreign 
palette, there are some excellent imports: Czech Nymphing 
101 (pg.10) & Patterns of Patagonia (pg.14); and from 
France: French Fishing Flies: Patterns and Recipes for Fly 
Tying (pg.31)—which sounds most interesting, but isn't due 
out until next spring

If you are looking for the perfect gift, The Perfect Cast 
(p.5) is, well—Perfect! A beautiful book that we were afraid 
would not be available in time for holiday gift-giving, but 
we are hoping to have it early-December (if the pony express 
flies fast...). Our selection of short story, commentary, litera-
ture titles is diverse and extensive. I’ve Never Met an Idiot 
on the River by Henry Winkler "the Fonz" (pg.4) is just fun 
and Keeper, A Life Among Fishes (pg.4) covers a lot of water 
and keeps us in touch with what is important. In the debate 
between wet flies versus dry flies, Gentlemen Preferred Dry 
Flies (pg.5) holds its own with much to offer in history—if 
dry flies are your  preference, this will aid your point of view.  
Captain Dan Keating takes us back in time to discover that the 
ultimate catch is closer than we realize in Angling Life (p.5). 
Mysteries abound with Holding Lies (p.5), Force of Blood, 
Dead Tease, and The Wind Knot (all on p.7).

Dave Hughes brings us Pocket Guide to Western Hatches 
(pg.8) and his knowledge is unsurpassed. Fish Like a Guide 
(pg.9) is a unique look at how to approach each & every new 
day on the water; while The Mayfly Guide (pg.9) just brings 
home the beauty of a favorite insect–and is sure to get lots of 
use next summer.
